ACCESSIBILITY
Solitude Mountain Resort boasts a 40-minute drive from the Salt Lake City International Airport to the base of the

alpine village. During the winter season, public transportation is available from locations throughout the Salt Lake
valley, induding the airport. If you are staying in Salt Lake City expect a 35-minute diive, or from the mouth of the
canyon about 20 minutes.

SEASON
The winter season typically starts mid November and runs through ealy April (weather conditions permitting).

Lodging and dining faciliies are open year-round with breaks in the shoulder seasons. Don't miss the summer
activities, when the snow melts the mountain biking, disc golf and hiking begins.

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WHAT'S NEW FOR THE 2008/2009 SEASON?

TWO NEW HIGH-SPEED QUADS FOR THE 08/09 SEASON
These upgrades will allow visitors to both Solitude Village and Moonbeam Center quick access to the heart of the
mountain. Both of these new lifts will provide easier loading and unloading forour guests, along with a quicker ride
time by eliminating the frequent starts and stops of fixed-grip lifts. The new lifts give direct access to ourintermediate
terrain, which supports Solitude’s ongoing commitment to offering a family-fiendly experience conducive to learning
snowsports.

Apex Express will replace the existing Apex double lift with the same
convenient lift access; the bottom terminal will remain unchanged,
just a few steps from the village skier bridge. The Moonbeam base
area will see its fourth “Moonbeam Lift,” dubbed “Moonbeam
Express.” The original Moonbeam lift, built half a century ago, had a
different lift line, offered night skiing and was a double lift, taking
more than 10 minutes to reach the top.

TERRAIN AND SNOWMAKING IMPROVEMENTS

Additionally, the area near the top stations of these lifts has
undergone extensive grading work. An improved transition from the
lift to trail, as well as a gentler overall grade will appeal to the
beginnerand intermediate skiers who frequent this area.

With visitors gaining quicker access to this popular area, Solitude
has added four new mobile snowguns. The snowmaking system,
which is continually being expanded, allows for additional coverage -
in higher-traffic areas to provide a consistent snow experience throughout the season.

NEW DINING OPTIONS AT CREEKSIDE AND ST. BERNARD’'S

Off the hill, Creekside at Solitude’s vintage European fare will be served by new chef Matt Anderson, who will lend his
culinary skill to satisfy any hunger worked up on the hill. This relaxed dining experience offers a fabulous and
exceedingly diverse menu to tempt even the most discerning tastes.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS:

Solitude has always been ahead of the curve when it comes to protecting the environment, whetherin the
village oron the mountain. The snowmaking process, from start to finish, does everything possible to reduce
wasted water. The resort recycles paper and plastic at multiple p  oints throughout the resort. The

vehicle maintenance shop recycles used motor-oil to heat the building. In an effortto reducewaste ,
drink lids and straws are not offered at on-mountain dining locations. To further reduce emissions in the
canyon, Solitude offers all season ticket holders and employees a bus pass on UTA’s ski bus. Additionally,
this service is available to any visitor to the canyon for a minimal cost. On the mountain, Solitude purchases
only 4-stroke snowmobiles asthe older, less environmentally-friendly, 2 stroke snowmobiles are taken out
of service. A current program is underway to replace fluorescent light bulbs with CFLs, a much higher-
efficient source of light. In 2006 Solitude began the first of a 5-year glading prgject in an area previously
earmarked by its forest management plan as an ‘overly dense forestin bad health.” Minimizing impact on
expansion projects has been taken into consideration on all mountain improvement projects. The Honeycomb
Return liftis a great example, with an inconspicuous location and top driven motor — both reduce visual and
noise pollution. Solitude uses both mechanical, as well as environmentally sound chemical means, to destroy
and prevent the spread of weeds harming the native vegetation and soil. Solitude implemented a Forest
Management Plan years before required by the Forest Service.

Solitude’s one-stop & drop philosophy streamlines the ski school process creating an
efficient, worry and hassle free routine for parents. The Academy’s commitment to
each child ensures that every child will enjoy their day on or off the snow. When
families ski together they can start with a family lesson or begin exploiing the
mountain’s 1200 acres, induding Solitude’s family fun terrain park.

A HEALTHY ENVIRONMENT FOR YEARS TO COME:

Solitude has always been ahead of the curve when it comes to protecting the environment, whetherin the

village oron the mountain.
The snowmaking process, from start to finish, does everything possible to reduce wasted water. In
effortto reduce waste, drink lids and straws are not offered at on-mountain dining locations. To
further reduce emissionsin the canyon, Salitude offers all season ticket holders and employees a bus
pass on UTA’sski bus. Additionally, this service is available to any visitor to the canyon for a nominal
fee. During the 2008-2009 winter season 16,619 users took advantage of this mass-transit program.
Recycling paper and plastic at multiple points throughout the resort, as well as using used motor oil to
heat maintenance buildings reduces Solitude’s carbon-footprint. The recyding center is open to the
public, as well.
On the mountain, Solitude purchases only 4-stroke snowmobiles as the older, less environmentally-
friendly, 2-stroke snowmobiles are taken out of service.
A current program is underway to replace fluorescentlight bulbs with CFLs, a much higher-efficient
source of light.
In 2006, Solitude began the first of a 5-year glading projectin an area previously eamarked by its
forest management plan as an “overly dense forest in bad health.”
Solitude uses both mechanical, aswell as environmentally sound chemical means, to destroy and
prevent the spread of weeds harming the native vegetation and soil.
Solitude implemented a Forest Management Plan years before required by the Forest Senice.
Minimizing impact on expansion projects has been taken into consideration on all mountain
improvement projects, as well aswith a village that blends perfectly with the scenery. The
Honeycomb Return lift is another great example, with an inconspicuous location and top driven motor
— both reduce visual and noise pollution.

FAMILY-FRIENDLY TERRAIN PARK:

Solitude’s “family-fiiendly” terrain park is better than ever! It's designed with fun in mind for everyone. The goal of the
parkisto have an area where everyone — skier or snowboarder, young or old, first timer or veteran — feels welcome.
Features are primarily snow-based (no steel structures) and crafted to offer a manageable size forall riders. The

SolBright ticket, which connects Solitude and Brighton ski areas, offersthe more adventurous park rider access to
even more elements.
